I am hoping that the IAAMB will 
agree to spotlight two individuals 
who have contributed so much to the 
animal massage community.  I know 
that many of our graduates will 
agree that these two special guys 
have taught us more about massage 
than any human could.  Shanny and 
Gorilla are two Jack Russell Terriers 
who live with me and work for the 
Northwest School of Animal 
Massage.   
 
Gorilla will be 9 years old in April and 
he has been helping me spread the 
word about animal massage since I 
first met him as a three-day old 
puppy.  You see, I HAD to have him 
but could not afford him at the time, 
so the breeder agreed to trade for 
massages for a horse in his barn.  
Since then, Gorilla has been 
demonstrating massage in 
workshops and classes from coast to 
coast...he even has his own frequent 
flier account!  He tirelessly shows up 
for class, lets us poke and prod his 
little body from capitus to gluteus, 
shows off his less than perfect 
conformation and gait, and travels 
from lap to lap getting massage and 
giving feedback...like “hey, go easy 
over the ribs please” or “oh yeah, 
that is the spot!”.   

 As a result, I have learned 
acupressure and aromatherapy 
techniques and use them combined 
with massage to manage his condition.  
In four years, his seizures have not 
increased in severity or 
frequency...unless I get lazy about his 
therapeutic program.  It serves to 
reconfirm my deep belief in the benefit 
of our work.  If and when his condition 
declines, I won’t hesitate to use 
conventional means to keep him 
comfortable, but I thank him everyday 
for showing me another way and 
encouraging me to continue learning.  
He is happy to live in the shadow of his 
slightly more famous brother, but he 
occupies just as much space in my 
heart and I know he has touched many 
of our students over the years. 
 

 
 
Shanny hitting the books! 
 
I am sure there are thousands of 
animals like “Gorilla” and “Shanny” that 
we meet through our practice, our 
education, and our everyday lives.  
There are numerous dogs and horses 
that participate in our school program 
who I could write pages about as well.  
In honoring these two, I also pay 
homage to the many dogs, cats, 
horses and other animals that grace us 
everyday with the opportunity to heal 
the earth and ourselves through them. 
 

When he isn’t hard at work in class, he 
is busy making videos (you can see 
him in the new NWSAM Small Animal 
Massage Demonstration DVD), 
appearing in magazines (Modern Dog), 
and gracing the cover of our school 
catalog.  At the end of a long day, he 
sits down next to me and we meditate 
together and I am forever moved by his 
wise little eyes and gentle energy…he 
is not only the best coworker I could 
ask for, he is my little bodhisattva.

Shanny (short for Shanighan) just 
turned 7 and his life is a real rags to 
riches story.

He has idiopathic 
epilepsy and, perhaps as a result of his 
brutal beginnings, is perpetually hungry 
and cold.  He has been an integral part 
of the massage school program right 
from the start.  His happy go lucky 
nature always amuses students and he 
makes sure that everyone gets 
practice in massaging a squirmy terrier 
with a short attention span…just in 
case! Even during breaks in class, he 
is busy playing janitor to anyone who 
drops a crumb and showing people 
around the campus, introducing them 
to all his favorite horses and especially 
his very own miniature donkey.  He 
has taught me so much personally 
about massage.  When Shanny started 
having seizures, I vowed to do 
everything I could to keep him off 
barbiturates.
